· Budget needed and we have been asked for assistance in Wales

Achievements so far:
· Building a vision for the future.

· Monitoring of campaign.

· Big News: Birds Eye announcement of committing to increase TV and online advertising for vegetables by 42% to £4.8 million until December 2019. Adverts shown in children’s programmes and peak family viewing. 

· They join the 35 other organisations who made pledges last October.
Children in Wales GDPR workshop  :

· There is no black and white answer!

· Guidance on Children and the GDPR on ICO website – consultation closed on 28th February 2018. 

· ICO Guidance on consent - GDPR does not set age limits – it is down to the competency of the individual.

· Personal data – ie that information which identifies the individual – some info is classed as special info – this includes biometrics – need to justify the need for special info. 

· WG regs allow parents access to academic records but does not include other info which includes school meals. Was advised to contact LA’s own data protection as it can vary from LA to LA and school to school for over 13’s

· Privacy/ data impact assessment for new projects even if you get it wrong it proves you were trying to get it right
